
English Longsword Workshop -  May 5, 7-8 pm 
Longsword dancing is a form of English ritual dance performed for centuries  
in northern English. Longsword dances use rigid wood or metal swords  
to connect six or eight dancers as they dance a series of interweaving  
figures.  Sandy Boys is a contemporary dance by Judy Erickson that  
combines traditional longsword figures with Appalachian clogging steps. 
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Waltz Clog Workshop - April 7, 6:45-7:45 pm 
  A beautiful form of dance, waltz clogging dates back to clogging¹s earliest 

roots. Done to 3/4 time waltz music, it is as relaxing to listen to as it is to 
dance.

Flatfoot Workshop - March 3, 7-8 pm 
Flatfoot dancing is largely based on a low-to-the-floor style that  
emphasizes intricate rhythms and creative percussive dancing to  
old-time music. It is a loose style that can make the dance look almost effortless.
